“BUCKETSOFHOPE”offer opportunity
for everyBaptist to help Haitians

Every M ississippi Baptist can have a hands-on, life-
changing impact upon the people of H aiti by participating
in the Southern Baptist “ Buckets of H ope” ministry. The
plan for this ministry came out of the H aiti response part-
nership planning meeting between leaders of the Florida
Baptist Convention, International M ission Board, Baptist
G lobal Response, and Southern Baptist Disaster Relief.

The “ Buckets of H ope” ministry is just one means by
which Baptists can fulfill the mandate of Jesus Christ to
feed the hungry in the name of Jesus. A s we are reminded

in Matthew 25:45, Jesus tells us, “ Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as ye
did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not to me.,” K JV

A “Bucket of H ope consists of a plastic five gallon bucket packed with
foodstuffs. For approximately $30 anyone can purchase the materials and
assemble a “ Bucket of H ope.”

The food contained in a single bucket will feed a H aitian family for a
week. You are also requested to include a $10 cash contributions, placed
in an envelope and attached to the lid of the bucket, to offset the cost of
transporting the relief buckets to H aiti.

PROJECT DEADL IN E : By March 14, 2010, the “ Buckets of H ope” must
be delivered to the welcome center. They will then be delivered to the
state Baptist convention director. Each convention will develop a collec-
tion process and delivery deadline. States will be responsible for deliver-
ing them to a H ialeah, FL warehouse for placement in cargo containers
for immediate shipment to the island nation. Before loading in cargo con-
tainers, each of the buckets will be labeled indicating that the “ Bucket of
H ope” is a gift of Christian love and support from Southern Baptists. The
labels, provided by the state convention, will have an evangelistic presen-
tation and will be affixed to the bucket before it is shipped to H aiti.

TH E BUCK ET: The 5-gallon, white, plastic bucket with handle, which
must be new and unused can be purchase at Wal-Mart (sku #
00982650640). The bucket should not have any logo or other commercial
imprint. The purchase bucket must include a tight fitting lid.

TH E FOOD ITEMS: The commercially pre-package food items can be
generic, store brand items. Once the food supplies are used, H aitian fam-
ilies will find many everyday uses for the bucket. Please do not substitute
any item listed and do not add any additional items inside the bucket.
2-5 pound bags of long grain enriched rice
1-48 ounce plastic bottle cooking oil
2-2 pound bags dry black beans (can substitute with red beans)
1-5 pound bag of all-purpose flour (not self-rising)
1-20 ounce cylinder container of granulat-
ed white sugar (coffee service size)
2-1 pound boxes spaghetti noodles
1-2.8 pounds (40 ounces) plastic jar of
smooth peanut butter
1-2 gallon plastic Z iploc storage bag (used
to wrap the bottle of cooking oil)
